Re: Wal-Mart's Request to Amend its Plan

Dear Board of Supervisors:

I feel compelled to respond in writing to Mr. Broseman's attempt on Thursday to make a
substantial amendment to Wal-Mart's conditional use plan after the evidentiary record was
closed. Kindly include this correspondence in the record as support for the objections I made on
Thursday evening. As I will set out below, the Township has no choice but to deny the
conditional use application because Wal-Mart seeks approval for a new plan that was never
submitted or reviewed by the Board or any of the parties. Accordingly, as a jurisdictional matter,
the Board must deny Wal-Mart's pending application.

By way of background, Wal-Mart previously submitted a conditional use application
dated December 14th, 2004 (First Application). As required by the Zoning Ordinance
(§20.7.C.l), the First Application was forwarded to and reviewed by the Township's Planning
Commission. Public hearings were then held on Wal-Mart's First Application in February of
2005. Thereafter, on May 20,2005, Wal-Mart submitted a new conditional use plan dated May
6, 2005 (Second Application). ill correspondence dated July 11, 2005, Mr. Broseman formally
withdrew Wal-Mart's First Application. As required, the Second Application was forwarded to
